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Conditions Governing ALOUD Program Grants
ALOUD funding is available to help disadvantaged children 
meet and work with children’s writers and illustrators.
1. Funding is only available to institutions which can demonstrate that their children are disadvantaged from an economic, cultural or distance perspective. 

2. Priority will be given to applications for funding which include more than one institution. 

3. Funds may be used to contribute towards writers’ and/or illustrators’ professional fees and in exceptional circumstances to assist with travel costs. Schools must pay all other expenses such as accommodation, meals and booking agent’s fees.
4. Funding will only be paid to successful organisations on receipt of a tax invoice. Schools and libraries required to be registered for GST may request the GST component be added to the allocated grant. 

5. Funding is not available in any two consecutive years. 

6. Institutions are expected to host the visit with appropriate sensitivity for the needs of writers and/or illustrators. 
7. All publicity and printed information about the visit should acknowledge the CBCA (NSW) and Arts NSW, and ASLA (NSW) if appropriate, and use their logos. 

8. The CBCA (NSW) reserves the right to grant an institution a percentage of the funding requested.

9. Funding will be based on the current Australian Society of Authors rates for school visits. For further information see The Australian Society of Authors:

10. The CBCA (NSW) and Arts NSW require successful applicants to complete an evaluation form to account for funds spent and reflect on the success of the project. (Download Evaluation Form from main page)
Additional conditions for funding by the Australian School Library Association (NSW):
The Australian School Library Association (NSW) has provided additional funding to those with an ASLA (NSW) Institutional or Personal membership.

1. Applicants must provide their ASLA (NSW) membership number.
2. There must be a component of Professional Development for the Teacher Librarian outlined in the program. (e.g. planning program, attending sessions, follow-up activities)
3. ASLA (NSW) will fund applications only on the basis of their disadvantage on the basis of distance from Sydney.
4. As part of the evaluation, a brief article outlining the event is required for publication in the Teacher and Librarian Journal.
