The ALOUD Program
The ALOUD Program is run by the Children’s Book Council of Australia, (NSW Branch) Inc as part of its literature-based activities for children. The CBCA considers the promotion of Australian children’s authors and illustrators and their work is a significant objective. This program is designed to assist schools/libraries in areas disadvantaged by economic, cultural or distance hardship to invite authors and illustrators of children’s literature to talk to and work with the students, enriching their reading & writing experience.
Funding is available to assist with the cost of speaker’s fees. Schools/libraries will be expected to meet all other expenses relating to the visit including accommodation, meals and booking fees. Funding for travel expenses may be considered in exceptional circumstances.
Priority will be given to schools/libraries which can involve more than their own institution, for example, those who include other schools, a public library and/or the wider community. 
The Australian School Library Association (NSW) funding is only available to schools with an ASLA (NSW) institutional or individual membership. 

The ALOUD Program has two funding rounds in 2008: 

· First round applications close on May 5th for author/illustrator visits proposed from June 30th to November 30th 2008. Applicants will be notified about the result of their application by May 31st 2008.
· Second round applications close on August 4th for author/illustrator visits proposed from September 30th 2008 to May 31st 2009. Applicants will be notified about the result of their application by August 31st 2008.
The CBCA and the NSW Ministry for the Arts require successful applicants to complete an evaluation form to account for funds spent and reflect on the success of the project. 

Funding for this program is made available to the CBCA through Arts NSW (part of NSW Department of the Arts, Sport and Recreation) and the Australian School Library Association (NSW).
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
